portation waiting rooms, water fountains and other public 
facilities.  They deliberately violated Jim Crow laws and 
were sorely tested by mob violence, and bitter racism.  They 
endured beatings, humiliation and imprisonment, but ulti-
mately their actions and commitment to non-violence laid 
the groundwork for historic change. 
 
The exhibition was created by the Gilder Lehrman Institute 
of American History and PBS’ American Experience, and 
was funded through a major grant from the National En-
dowment for the Humanities.   
 
Lehman College President Ricardo R. Fernández observed 
that, “the 1961 Freedom Riders are an inspiring example of 
what ordinary individuals can accomplish. Their actions 
and bravery provide invaluable lessons for our students and 
anyone who hopes to make a difference in our community, 
country or world.” 

The college sponsored the lectures in connection with the 
exhibit themes.  Rev. Dr. Neil O’Connell, College chaplain 
and adjunct history professor, spoke on “Freedom Riding in 
the Context of Southern Segregation.”  Professor Emeritus 
of Black Studies William Seraile presented “Trials and 
Tribulations of the Freedom Riders,” and Assistant History 
Professor Robyn Spencer discussed “The Freedom Rides and 
Jim Crow Public Transportation in the South.”

They Got on the Bus! 
 

T he Leonard Lief Library was proud to host the na-
tional opening of the traveling exhibition “Freedom 
Riders” from November 29 – December 15.  This ex-

hibit used powerful photography, news coverage, and audio 
first-hand accounts to recall the six months in 1961 when  
400 Americans challenged segregated facilities in the South.  
The exhibit is a companion to the upcoming film “Freedom 
Riders,” to be aired May 16, 2011 by PBS’ American Experi-
ence.   

The Freedom Riders—who were old and young, black and 
white, men and women, Northern and Southern—had a 
simple plan: to board buses in small interracial groups to 
test and challenge the use of segregated lunchrooms, trans-
