Educational Resources Information Center (EBSCOhost)
1.  Go to the Lehman College Library homepage at Universal Resource Locator (URL) www.lehman.edu/provost/library/index.htm .
2.  Click on Electronic Databases.

3.  Click on E and scroll down to ERIC Educational Resources Information Center (Ebscohost): Contains citations, abstracts, and many full-text articles from over 980 educational and education-related journals.

4.  Enter your topic(s) in the blank boxes. Click on the search button. Searching in Default Fields is the broadest search you can do. You may also want to look at narrowing your search to possibilities such as title, author, subject, or publication type in the drop down menu by clicking on the black v at the end of each search box. 

Another option is to refine your search (see green tab on screen). In the refine screen, you can limit your search to full text, year of publication, journal name or journals only. 

5.  Click on the title of the article (highlighted in blue) to get more details including an abstract and descriptors (subject headings). Where full text is available, you may click on full text, PDF or HTML and get the entire article on the screen. Read it on the screen. If it is appropriate for your research, print, download, or email it to yourself.

NOTE: Citations that include ED (ERIC document) numbers indicate that the material may be available on the Web (Education Resource Information Center www.eric.ed.gov) or on microfiche in the Education Library. Lehman has the complete collection. Ask at any reference desk for assistance.
