Applied Music and Music Teaching
Master of Arts in Teaching

The combined master’s degree in Applied Music and Music Teaching offers students who have already earned a bachelor’'s degree and
developed a professional level of performance ability the opportunity to continue serious study in music while simultaneously developing
teaching options. The Program is designed to prepare students for the K-12 certification for full or part-time public school careers. Students
are supervised in their fieldwork and student teaching by faculty members of the Department of Music. Counseling is provided by the
Graduate Advisors of the Department of Music and/or the School of Education.

ADMISSIONS REQUIREMENTS
e Official transcripts from all post-secondary institutions attended

> Have attained a bachelor’'s degree from an accredited college or university
> Have attained a minimum undergraduate grade point average of 3.0

e Two letters of recommendation from a professor or employer to serve as an academic and/or character reference.

e Current professional resume detailing all past professional employment and any community or professional organization leadership
positions, memberships, and service

e A personal statement essay that explains interest in pursuing this area of study and future career plans

e Have taken the following undergraduate courses or their equivalents: Music Theory (12 credits); Form and Analysis (including
symphony and concerto) (3 credits); and at least 12 credits in Music History. Undergraduate deficiencies must be made up for no
credit toward the M.A.T.

e Demonstrate, by audition, a professional level of performing ability

e Audition and Interview with Music Graduate Coordinator before application is filed.




DEGREE REQUIREMENTS
The program requires a minimum of 39-42 credits, including 18 credits in music, 18 credits in Pedagogy and either 3 or 6 credits for Practicum.
