






 Research suggests that CBOs are capable of serving at-risk community 
dwellers, addressing intervention challenges, and serving as liaisons 
between researchers, residents, and local authorities 

 This approach centers on working with CBOs with community-level reach, 
highlighting their knowledge of the community, and building on 
community strengths and resources

 CBPR is best achieved when academic researchers form collaborative 
partnerships with CBOs, share the decision-making, and co-lead the 
implementation with the goal of improving population health and 
promoting the widespread adoption of evidence-based programs and 
interventions
